	Call to Order
	Fr. David opened the meeting with prayer at 11:38 a.m.

	Agenda Items
	· Treasurer’s Report – Report attached to original of these minutes.  Pat was absent so Cam Mathis gave the report.
· Technology expenses were reviewed.  Ricoh copy company was a substantial cost for their service call. 

· We know from the budget that we are operating in a loss, however we have less loss for the month than anticipated.  

· Parochial Report – This report was reviewed at our last meeting.  Fr. David will submit that today.

· Old Business – 

· Toilet in the choir room is leaking at the base.  Ed Reames will follow-up.  Beth Vickers will share plumber information with Ed.

· New Business

· New COVID cases are down and we will be able to continue services as we are at the present time. 

· Speakers and Music

· We can have speakers for the lessons.

· We can have two choir members alternate for the Gradual and Offertory if we would like to add that.  This would entail singers to step up to the choir loft to sing and then return to their seat in the congregation.  

· Wine will still not be offered at this time. We will continue with cautions currently in place. 
· Tuesday in Holy Week at 4:00 p.m. will be the time we commit Lacy’s ashes to the ground. Fr. David will send out an e-mail and place on Facebook as an event, and publish on the website.  We will try to stream that service. All is dependent on the weather. Rob Thomas will be there to help during the service.  
· Checking on parishioners (telephonic, virtual, etc.)

· It is good to text and such, but occasionally try to call them and actually speak with them.  

· Evelyn reported that she has not been able to get in touch with Audrey Clark.  Also, there is a cell phone number on her list has an inactive phone number.  It does not work.  

· Claudia Griffis has not heard back from Kevin English or his mother.

· The McVay family contacted Fr. David and they are going to St. James Catholic Church, because the children are both in catholic schools and that is where Tracey attended before they married.  They will attend there for at least the next two years.  

· Columbarium – We have plenty of space to expand.  We can expand with areas in the ground or upwards with a wall with niches.  We are committed to the parishioners of the church to provide a space as needed.  We cannot commit to an area under the altar as space there is limited.  The Vestry must make the decision in agreement and plans must be in place.  It was suggested to measure off a grid and put it on paper.  This will help us define where each person has been interred.  The Vestry will form a task force for this and that task force will report back at the next meeting. The task force will be comprised of Cam Mathis, Sheila Meredith, and Beth Vickers. They will report on April 18th at the regular business Vestry meeting.  
· Workday – Some members already began work on the grounds yesterday.   Next Saturday we need to check the front and the columbarium for branches and vines, etc.  
· Easter Egg Hunt – This will probably be grab bags of goodies for the children and 30 for Safe Shelter.  Cam Mathis got cute bags for this purpose instead of the baskets.  These will be distributed after the service on Easter Sunday.  We will need to have a work day to fill the bags.  We need donations of candy soon.  The plan is to deliver to Safe Shelter the week before Easter.  
· Solar Lighting – Ed Reames reported. He has investigated some items that would be good for solar lighting for our sign on the corner.  This way we can eliminate the current electrical usage and decrease the electric bill.  The solar lights will be in front of the sign to project onto the sign.  Will also need to plan for light projection on any banners posted. 
· St. George’s Feast Day April 23rd.  Sunday, April 25th will be the celebration.  We need to decide what that celebration would look like.  Perhaps engage a food truck, engage the community, have an outside service are ideas as we cannot have a pot luck.  Maybe have the service 11:00 a.m. – 12:00 noon so that it ends at lunch time and have the first hour of the food truck just for St. George’s and then open to the public.  Other ideas would be to have Vincenzo’s Pizza.  Be thinking about what you would like. 
· Later in the summer the Men’s Club will have a pulled-pork bar-b-que drive through.
